Beckenham Junction to Thornlie Railway 

A contract for the construction of the passenger railway and associated infrastructure from Beckenham Junction to 
Thornlie has been let to Barclay Mowlem Construction Limited and in summary includes the following works: 

• Modifications to the Perth to Armadale Railway from Beckenham to Kenwick; 
• Construction of 3 km of single track electrified passenger railway from the new Beckenham Junction to Thornlie; 
• Construction of a Station at Spencer Road, Thornlie; 
• Construction of a railway bridge over the Canning River; 
• Construction of a road bridge over the new passenger railway and existing freight railway at Spencer Road; and 
• Modifications to the WestNet Rail signalling system from Spencer Road to Kenwick. 

Status 

Work on all elements of the project is well advanced with the following activities currently being undertaken: 
• Track surfacing and installation of overhead traction equipment and signalling equipment at Beckenham Junction; 
• Track laying and installation of overhead traction equipment and signalling equipment on the new Thornlie spur line; 
• Installation of rail and overhead traction equipment on the completed Canning River Bridge; 
• Spencer Road Bridge approaches to take road traffic by end March 2005; 
• Electrical fitout, mechanical fitout and finishes to Thornlie Station.  Asphalt surfacing of Thornlie Station carpark; 
• Installation of equipment for the communications bearer at Public Transport Centre, City Station Communications 

Room, Carlisle Communications Room, Cannington Relay Room, Gosnells Relay Room, Kenwick Relay Room, 
Armadale Relay Room; hauling fibre optic between Cannington and Kenwick; and relocating a section of the main 
communications cable route between NAC 127 and NAC 133. 

Interim Arrangements 

• A neutral section and three position isolator has been installed at A11.904 on both the up and down mains and a 
two position isolator at A11.606.  The neutral sections are being by-passed by the three position isolators at 
A11.904 until commissioning of the new Beckenham Feeder Station. 

• The Armadale up main has been deviated into its final alignment and new 1 in 25 turnouts installed on the Armadale 
up and down mains at 12.75km.  Turnouts are clamped out of use and signalled as straight track until the new 
Beckenham Junction Signalling arrangement is commissioned. 

All works are programmed for completion in May 2005.

Beckenham Street Level Crossing 
 
Barclay Mowlem will be relocating the up main side maze and automatic gates to the Beckenham Street pedestrian level 
crossing at 12.729 km on the Perth to Armadale Railway to facilitate the Armadale up main track deviation.  The crossing 
protection will be disabled and the crossing closed to public access from Monday 24 January to Friday 28 January 2005.

To facilitate this, the existing Armadale main communications cable route shall be relocated to the 
UP side of the track and two new location cases at NAC127 & NAC133 will be constructed during February 2005. Date

Mobile Radio System Upgrade at Nowergup Depot 

PTA has been experiencing mobile radio coverage problems from EMUs while they were using the Train Control channel 
under the Clarkson Station roof. A temporary low powered radio base station was installed within Clarkson station to 
provide temporary resolution of this problem. To a lesser extent, there have also been complaints received from 
personnel working in and around the Nowergup Depot when they try to call Train Control using handheld radios, and 
from EMUs located at particular locations between Nowergup Depot and Clarkson station. 

There have also been reports of coverage problems from personnel using the yard operations channel (channel 25) in 
and around the EMUs in the Nowergup depot maintenance and cleaning sheds. 

To overcome the coverage problem associated with the Train Control channel a new mobile radio base station is to be 
installed in the Nowergup communications room. This will provide complete coverage into Clarkson Station, between 
Clarkson and Nowergup and into the Nowergup Depot and cleaning buildings. This new radio base station will be 
integrated with the existing equipment in the Nowergup communications room, and connect into a common antenna 
system on the existing 20 metre mast. 

Improvement in coverage should be gained in and around the depot for Channel 25 operations by moving the channel 25 
base station to the Nowergup communications room and combining this radio base station onto the common antenna 
system. 

Cutover of the radio systems is planned to occur on the 23 rd of March. 
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The first service to be cutover will be the existing Security mobile radio bas e station operating from Nowergup 
communications room. There is a requirement to put this service onto a modified antenna system.  This part of the works 
will require a rigger to work on the mast, and therefore the work must be carried out during daylight hours. It is planned to 
commence this work at approximately 10.30am.  It is anticipated that this cutover will cause a loss of coverage of the 
security channel, in and around Clarkson station only, for a period of approximately 1 hour. The cutover of this service 
will be coordinated with Security Central Control to ensure minimal disruption to operations. 

The cutover of the remaining radio services is planned to occur on the evening of the 23rd of March, commencing after 
7.30pm.   

The second service to be cutover will be the Train Control Channel. It is anticipated that this cutover will cause a loss of 
coverage within the Clarkson station only, for a period of approximately 5 minutes. The cutover of this service will be 
coordinated with Train Control to ens ure minimal disruption to operations. 

The third service to be cutover will be the depot operations Channel 25. It is anticipated that this cutover will cause a loss 
of coverage within the Nowergup Depot and cleaning building, for a period of approximately 1.5 hours. Every attempt will 
be made to keep this timeframe to a minimum.

The work involves the installation of a new mixed gauge 1 in 16 60kg Turnout on the Down Main just south of Tydeman

PERTH STATION - TICKET BARRIER INFRASTRUCTURE WORKS 

Construction works for the Barriers Infrastructure Project are underway on the Platforms at Perth Station - the bulk of the 
works are programmed to be completed in June / July this year.   

Contractor's worksite hoardings have been erected on Platforms 1; 2; 6/7. 

Hoardings to define the worksites at the west end of Platform 5/8 and on the upper level of the Eastern Concourse will be 
erected over the next two weeks.   

John Holland (the Main Contractor) has constructed a new track crossing from the undercroft east of Platform 9 to the 
side of Platform 7 and the Contractor will be using this crossing and the existing crossing at the west end of  Platform 5/8 
from Roe Street, to deliver materials to platforms 6/7 & 5/8.  The new track crossing will only be used at night when the 
sections of both tracks (Fremantle Up & Down mains) between Platforms 7 and 9 are blocked to rail traffic.   

John Holland will be applying for extended track access hours such that the Fremantle and Midland trains on Sunday to 
Thursday nights for March (excluding the Easter period) will be deviated away from Platforms 7 and 9 between 20.30hrs 
and 04.00hrs. 

The scheduling of the train services will be unaffected by the works and all Platforms will remain operational during the 
normal weekday. 

There may be a few temporary weekend closures to some Platform entry points to install footings or services conduits for 
the new fare gates. 
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The 4 car train stopping position on Platform 6 will be modified to position the trains away from the work areas east of the 
escalators.  

Temporary signage will be provided as necessary to divert and direct passengers around the various fenced work sites. 

The Contractor's site amenities are in the hoarded compound located on the grassed area adjacent to Platform 9.  

The Contractor's Supervisors office area will be in the Relay Room car park off Roe Street, whilst the Contractor's main 
storage compound will be located under the Concourse at the west end of Platform 9.

PERTH STATION YARD LAYOUT CHANGES  

To facilitate the operation of trains to Thornlie, the yard layout at the East end of Perth station has to be modified and 
signals for platforms 5 and 6 have to be repositioned. 

Stage 1 of this work is the removal of the existing 824 crossover and the installation of a new 824 crossover between 
Armadale Up and Down mains as shown in the diagram of signalling ES-B94-1 included in this Weekly Notice. The 
Permanent way work of removing the existing crossover and installation of the new crossover has been completed. 

Starting on Saturday 5 th March.2005, 0030 hrs PTA Signals section will commence the signalling alterations to bring into 
service the new 824 crossover. The work is expected to be completed before normal services start on Tuesday 8 th March 
2005. After the completion of work, 824 A and B points will be clamped in the normal position and remain clamped until 
the overhead traction wiring over the crossover is installed. 

Stage 2 of the work is the relocation of signals 262 and 271 to platform 5 and 6 to permit the stopping of a six car set 
EMU on to platform 5 and a four car set EMU on platform 6. This work will be carried out in May 2005.    

Stage 1 work will commence on Saturday at 0030 hrs and all signalling at City will be made inoperative from 0030 to 
0430 hrs. Train service will be replaced by a bus service during this period.  

Safeworking and protection of the work site between 1.49 and 2.30 km on the Armadale Up and Down mains will be 
instituted as per Special Rule 5 ‘ Reinstatement of 824 points Perth station’ issued by the General Manager Network and 
Infrastructure, PTA. 

Details of    bus replacement during the period when the signalling is inoperative and train working during the period of 
restrictive working will be notified by STN.   

At 0430 hrs on Saturday Signalling for the Up and Down movements from Midland, Fremantle and Clarkson into 
platforms 7, 8 and 9 will be reinstated. 

Signalling work will continue on Saturday, Sunday, and Monday without affecting movements into platform 7, 8, 9 until 
completion of work and handover for normal operations before 0430 on Tuesday 8 th.

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PHOENIX TRAIN CONTROL COMMISSIONING ARMADALE LINE 

Scope:- 

Union Switch & Signal will carry out commissioning of the new Phoenix Train Control System for the Midland Line (East 
Perth, Bassendean, Woodbridge and Midland) between 2100 hours on the 24th March 2005 and 1600 hours 28th March 
2005. 

• US&S is taking the opportunity to commission this section of the network during a Major Shutdown Period arranged 
by the Civil Section for the purposes of turnout replacement at Bassendean 

• between 2000 hours on the 24/03/05 to 0400 hours on 29/31/05. 

• All train movements will be the responsibility of the safe working personnel engaged for the turnout replacement 
works. 

• During the commissioning period the signalling system at each of the nominated stations / relay rooms will be 
inoperable. 

• On completion of the work and the signing of the necessary Commissioning Certificates, stations / relay rooms will 
be handed back to the PTA Train Controllers.  East Perth, Woodbridge and Midland relay rooms will be handed back 
around 0500 hours on 25/3/05.  Bassendean relay room will be handed back around 1600 hours on 28/3/05 subject 
to on-time completion of the turnout replacement works. 

• Each Relay Room affected will have one test team consisting of a Tester and Electrician. It is not a requirement for 
any of US&S’s testing personnel to work outside the Relay Rooms and hence will not encroach inside the 3 metres 
of the running line. 

• Indications from the Field Interface System (FIS) have been connected, tested and indicated at the new Train 
Control Centre.   

• During the commissioning of each station, the signalling control functions will be transferred from the current 
Interlocking Control System (ICS) to the new FIS. This involves the removal of the control relay coil wiring and the 
connection of the new control relay wiring.  At Midland, the existing Microlok processor-based interlocking will 
interface directly to the Phoenix Train Control System, rather then to the current ICS. 

• Training of PTA personnel has taken place, the Signal Maintainers, ECO's CST's and TCO's have been trained in 
the Phoenix Train Control System. 

• Post Commissioning Support for Train Controllers will be provided by US&S during the commuter peak period on 
Tuesday 29/3/05.

Customer service personnel when working on platforms are not required to wear high visibility clothing, however if 
they are required to move off the platform onto the perway or any other non public access area of the rail reserve 
they shall wear high visibility clothing.
