High Visibility Clothing is covered by Rule 9 of the Network Rules which states:

"Any employee working on or within 3.0 metres of a running line, siding or other designated areas must

wear high visibility clothing in accordance with the minimum standard promulgated in Instruction 137
section 1 of the Appendix to the Network Rules."

For the purpose of Rule 9 a designated area is defined as:
Any place within the rail reserve that has not been specifically exempted.
Customer service personnel when working on platforms are not required to wear high visibility clothing,

however if they are required to move off the platform onto the perway or any other non public access
area of the rail reserve they shall wear high visibility clothing.

SMARTRIDER PROJECT
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NORTH QUAY RAIL ACCESS

A contract has been let in favour of Henry Walker Elton/MVM Rail to construct a new DG freight rail access to
North Quay at Fremantle Port.

The work involves the installation of a new mixed gauge 1 in 16 60kg Turnout on the Down Main just south of
Tydeman Road with the construction of a new rail bridge over Tydeman Road adjacent to the existing bridges.
The construction of this bridge will require the permanent closure of the maintenance access ramp off
Tydeman Road. Future access is via Irene Street, with a vehicle turn around just north of the old ramp.

A new flashlight and boomgate protected at grade level crossing is to be constructed over Tydeman Road
near Bracks Street. This will replace the existing at grade crossing near Port Beach Road.

Works will commence in January 2005 with a project duration of approximately 50 weeks.

Upon completion of this project Leighton Yard will cease to exist as an automatically signalled siding. All rail
freight movements for North Quay will be via the new rail access.

PROPOSED SHUT DOWN — NORTH QUAY RAIL ACCESS

A shut down on the Showgrounds — Fremantle part section from 2000 hours Friday December 2, 2005 until
0400 hours Monday December 5, 2005, to facilitate the installation of a new 1 in 16 MG turnout on the down
main near Tydeman Road.

On reopening of the railway, all rail access to North Quay Rail Terminal will be via this turnout.

CONSTRUCTION OF PRINCIPAL (BICYCLE) SHARED PATHS (PSP).

In an agreement between PTA and MRWA, PSP will be constructed on the railway reserve progressively on all
suburban lines. The PSP generally consist of 3 metre wide bitumen paths running on one side of the reserve
for use by pedestrians and cyclists. Separation to the running line will generally be by 1.8m, 3 strands barbed
wired chain mesh fence. Generally work will consist of relocation of the fence and underground services,
construction of retaining walls, bridges at railway subways and installation of the pathway, signage, lighting
and landscaping. The Contractor’s work area will be fenced off from the operating railway.
