Johnny Biannamu (d.), Koolpinyah Richard Barnes, 61 years,

Midpul, Prince of Wales, 62 years

George Mungulu, a Larrakia Senior Ceremony Man, was the man known to each of these subjects in the painting as
uncle. This makes them cousins or in an Aboriginal way, brothers.

Johnny Biannamu - Johnny was the son of George Mungulu’s brother. George adopted him when his brother died.
Johnny was a Senior Wadjigin Ceremony Man who lived at Belyuen on the Cox Peninsula. He was highly respected for
his knowledge of Larrakia country on the Cox Peninsula and contributed valuable evidence during the Kenbi Land Claim.
In his early days he was a wellknown dancer who travelled inferstate to perform. Johnny suffered a number of serious
injuries when a tractor he was driving rolled over on him. In his later years his cousin Koolpinyah Richard Bames,
regularly visited him at Belyuen. Unfortunately Johnny pussed away about six years ago, before this painting was
completed. Koolpinyah stopped painting out of sorrow in losing him. Sufficient time has now passed for the painting to
be completed to honour him.

Koolpinyah Richard Barnes - Koolpinyah Richard Bames is o Larrakia man and a nephew of George Mungulu. George's
sister, Vicky Dashwood, was married to the Larrakia man, Jack McKeddie, who was an Uncle o Koolpinyah Richard
Bamnes through his sister, Lily McKeddie, who is Koolpinyah’s Great grand Mother and a Larrakia ancestor to the whole
Cubillo clan. George gave Richard the Larrakia name Koolpinyah. Koolpinyah gave substantial evidence during the Kenbi
Land Claim. He has been involved in community service for most of his life, has a Master of Fine Arts degree and has o
history of painting going back more than forty years.

Mitpul, Prince of Wales - Mitpul or sometimes affectionately known as prince or princey, by close friends and family, is
also a nephew of George Mungulu. Mitpul has been called Prince of Wales since the 1960’s. Some people believe this
was after he danced for Queen Elizabeth. George Mungulu and Mitpul's father were married to sisters. Mitpul is @
Larrakia man who was found to be a Senior Traditional Owner, along with others at the end of the Kenbi Land Claim.
Mitpul is also a Wadijigin Ceremony man. A number of years ago, Koolpinyah got Prince involved in a painting workshop
conducted by Donna Brown at Kulalak. In spite of restrictions in some of his movement due to a stroke, Prince went on
to establish himself with the help of others, as an artist. He won a prize for painting at one of the Telstra National
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Art Awards. Prince was living at Belyuen for many years before moving to Kulolok
where Koolpinyah regularly visits him.

Wilmarga's (Lucy) country is in north east Amhem Land. She was born in the late 1890’s and was a Ulbul woman.
Wilmarga had one son, the late ‘Kakadu Man’, who recently passed away at the age of ninety, and four daughters.
Wilmarga's eldest daughter, Garlil (Jane Christophersen) was separated from her mother when she was eight years old.
Mother and daughter did not see each other again until twenty-seven years later when Wilmarga came to Darwin to find
herin 1958. At the time Jane and her hushand, Chris Christophersen, lived at Bayview Street, Fannie Bay. Wilmarga
was seen as a ‘hard’ woman because she was strong in culture and followed the Low and did not tolerate insults
(especially if she believed you should know better). Her grandchildren and the neighbouring kids in Bayview Street
loved to sit with Granny Lucy and cook geese, flying fox, emu, yam, turtle and fish on the ashes. Granny had one small
suitcase for clothing and a bag in which she held her bone needles for weaving mats, crab claw pipe and tobacco,
glusses, cards and a goose feather fan. Wilmarga was admired, respected and loved by all her family. She died in 1983
and is never far from our thoughts. Wilmarga has two surviving daughters, Jane, (78 years) and Margie Cooper (74
years) and many descendants.

Eldest daughter of Lizzie and Chin Loong Tang. Grand daughter of the lute and well known Territorian, Mrs Lum Lee See,
otherwise known as Granny Lum Loy. Heather was born in Emunglan where her father owned a small grocery store.
Emunglan was a small mining ‘tent” town about three kilometres from Katherine, where the construction of a bridge
and railway line began. Heather's father decided to move his family and business to Katherine where business was
hooming. Eventually the family moved to Darwin to help and run Heather's grandfather’s grocery business situated on
the comer of Cavenagh and Bennett Street. When the bombing of Darwin started the Chin Loong Tang family was
evacuated to Katherine, but was caught in the midst of the bombing there. They were then taken to Alice Springs for
eight weeks, then to Adelaide, South Australia, where her father started a green grocery store. From there they moved
to Sydney. The day Hiroshima was hombed Lizzie died (Heather's mother), leaving behind nine children. Being the
eldest, Heather had to fill the role of mother. While in Sydney, Heather met and married Bill Chui, and their first child,
Allan Williom was born. Being a true Territorian Heather convinced Bill and Allan to return to Katherine because she did
not know how bad Darwin was after the bombing. Eventually when her father, brothers and sisters returned to Darwin
and established a family store called “Tang Store” situated on the Stuart Highway, Stuart Park, only then did Heather
and her fomily relocate there. Heather and Bill had two more children, Patricia Ann (Patsy) and Jennifer Dawn (Jenny).
Heather has seven grandchildren and seven great grandchildren. This is a brief summary of her life; she is a true
Territorian, a hard worker and has survived the ups and downs of a very hard life.

My subject is my father, Sinclaire Pickering, who is referred to as ‘Lofty’. My father has lived in Territory since the late
1950's. In 1965 he took on the sole role of noxious weeds officer for the Northern Territory. He did this for thirty years
achieving local legendary status as bushman and top end traveller and is an expert in his field. He experienced o
prophetic ‘career low light” when he approached his senior department heads with a proposal to destroy Mimosa pigra.
He was effectively told that he should not be concerned about ‘empire building” but to continue his work as usual. M.
pigra became the bane of his life, spreading uncontrollably on the black soil plains and other wetland habitats. My
father's first noxious weeds depot was an underground bunker at East Point, which was in good order at the time. Lofty
is a futher of five boys, four of who still live in the top end.

Territorian, after a tour of Alice Springs in Fierce by Tracks. Among her more notable appearances are Okalahoma!
(Darwin Chorale), Wallflowering and Barmaids (Darwin Theatre Group), 4WD, Sweat, Dust, Romance (Tracks) and
Dear Aunty (Grey Panthers).
