IPCC report focus on drivers:  Co-
chair Susan Solomon introduced the
section dealing with the underlying
causes of climate change, by noting
that, in contrast to the Third Assessment
Report (TAR), drivers of climate change
are addressed prior to observations of
climate change within the document.
Solomon said this is meant to convey
the improved information on the drivers
since the TAR. mm

IPCC notes warming trend: A section
of the IPCC report entitled ‘A
Paleoclimatic Perspective’ was
addressed early Thursday afternoon,
and was approved with no discussion.
This short section explains the use and
interpretation of long-term paleoclimatic
information, suggesting that evidence
from this source supports the view that
“the warmth of the last half century is
unusual in at least the previous 1300
years” and that the “last time the polar

regions were significantly warmer than
present for an extended period (about
125,000 years ago), reductions in polar
ice volume led to 4 to 6 meters of sea
level rise”. This section notes that most
of the observed increase in
temperatures since the mid-20" century
is very likely (more than 90 per cent
probability) due to human activity. It
notes that this is a stronger conclusion
than in the TAR, which only found it
likely (more than 66 per cent
probability).

IPCC report’'s 30,000 comments: The
Tenth Session of Working Group |
(WGI) of the International Panel on
Climate Change (IPCC) delegates were
assisted by short, informal
presentations by the coordinating lead
authors on various sections and topics
of the Summary for Policy Makers
(SPM). By the end of the meeting, WGI
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had approved the SPM and accepted the
underlying report and technical
summary. Susan Solomon, co-chair of
IPCC Working Group I, noted that the
selection of co-authors was based on
their scientific publications. She
explained the revision process for the
report, noting that over 30,000
comments from experts and
governments had already been

Climate Change report too timid:
Concerns were expressed by a scientist
that the IPCC report may not reflect the
balance of evidence that seems to be
swinging toward a more extreme
outcome for the climate. In an interview
in The Sydney Morning Herald, (3/2/

geosciences at Pennsylvania State
University, expressed the fear shared by
others that the scientific community had
underestimated the role melting ice
could have on rising sea levels and
weather patterns. Just how far sea levels
might rise by 2100 was one of the most
contentious issues discussed in Paris
this week, where scientists from around
the world met to debate a draft report on
climate change, a final version of which
was issued 2 February by the
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate

Decisive pollies needed: IPCC: The
talks among government representatives
and IPCC scientists, meeting in Paris
since Monday 29 January, ended after a
wrangle over rising ocean levels,
reported The Australian Financial
Review (3/2/2007, p.31). A 20-page
summary for policymakers outlines
threats such as a melting of Arctic sea
ice by 2100 and a slowing of the Gulf
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Stream but several scientists said it
might be time to consider whether the
panel’'s mission and procedures needed
to be revised, both to account for fast-
evolving science and to limit criticisms
relating to the invisible fights over its
summary statements. Paul Dirkinson,
the co-ordinator of the Carbon
Disclosure Project, a London-based
group, was blunt about what he saw as
a shortcoming of the IPCC, which is
constrained by its charter from reaching
judgements on how much warming is
too much: “Scientists are not authorised
to say what's dangerous because that's
thought to be a political decision,”
Dickinson said. “That is a kind of glaring
misunderstanding because most of us
have the assumption that scientists are
there to warn us of the dangers that we
face.”

Politically motivated science:  Letters
sent by the American Enterprise
Institute, an ExxonMobil-funded think
tank with close links to the Bush
Administration, offered $10,000 for
articles that emphasise the
shortcomings of the UN climate change
report. The letters sent to scientists in
the US and elsewhere, attack the UN's
panel as "resistant to reasonable
criticism and dissent and prone to
summary conclusions that are poorly
supported by the analytical work”, and
ask for essays that "thoughtfully explore
the limitations of climate model outputs”.

Indonesia, Lapindo to pay up:  Nine
months after the so-called mud volcano
began, it appears the Indonesian
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Government and well operator Lapindo
Brantas will shoulder most of the
massive cleanup and rebuilding bill,

2/07, p.19). It will also pay to build a 17-
kilometre channel to drain the mud into
the sea. Rudy Novrianto, spokesperson
for the national government says this
will cost up to 4 trillion rupiah ($570
million). That leaves Lapindo, Santos,
and the other partner, Medco, to pay for
the civil works and emergency relief for
15,000 evacuees, which is expected to
total about $180 million. They will also
have to buy the houses, factories, other
businesses and rice paddies now under
the mud, expected to be worth another
$350 million. mm

Strategy plan gets 110 submissions:
More than 110 submissions have been
received on Tasmania’s draft climate
change strategy, reported The Mercury,
(2/2/2007, p.13). Primary Industries and
Water Minister, David Llewellyn, said
110 had been received and he expected
120 by the end of the week. “The draft
strategy focuses on early planning and
management. It proposes a number of
actions to reduce our greenhouse gas
emissions and manage the inevitable
impacts of climate change on our state,”

NSW coal policy trap: The best action
NSW has taken to date is to follow
Victoria in establishing a mandatory
renewable energy target, according to
Mark Diesendorf, who researches and
teaches sustainable development and
greenhouse response strategies at the
Institute of Environmental Studies,
University of NSW, reported The
Sydney Morning Herald (6/2/2007,
p.11). But, the modest emission
reductions from that action would be
swamped if NSW permitted a
conventional coal-fired power station to
be built. Three such proposals are on
the table. Opposition leader Peter
Debnam favours a coal-fired station.
Premier, Morris lemma, has avoided
committing himself and has attempted
to reassure the public by pointing to the
government’s recent approval of a gas-
fired power station. A program to
upgrade the state’s 12 coal-fired
generators from 660 to 750 megawatts
each would produce equivalent

emissions to a new coal-fired station,
according to Diesendorf. The quest for
energy efficiency had also dulled
significantly. mm

Premier's GHG emissions report:

After releasing a special taskforce
report into greenhouse gas emissions,
West Australian Premier Alan Carpenter
reiterated that the aim of carbon pricing
was to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions, with the objective of showing
the cost to the environment of emitting
carbon dioxide, reported Nigel Wilson in
The Australian (6/2/2007, p.2). The
state taskforce, whose report was
foreshadowed in The Australian on 5
February, argued that a carbon price -
the first significant Australian
Government response to the threat of
climate change - would become a
reality in Western Australia in the future.
According to Carpenter, the report
showed, “if a market-based carbon
price of $25 a tonne of carbon dioxide
equivalent was in place, complemented
by other policy measures, we could
meet an energy efficiency target of 50
per cent of 1990 levels by 2050".
Carpenter said carbon pricing could be
achieved by putting a tax on carbon or
by an emissions trading system in
which companies could offset emissions
by selling carbon credits. He also
announced that the State Government
would buy 20 per cent of its energy
needs from renewable sources by 2010.
This would cut greenhouse gas
emissions by about 90,000 tonnes a
year, the equivalent of taking 21,000
cars off the road, he said. mm

UK, Aussie Govts and lobbyists:  The
UK and Australian Governments are
staging a high-level seminar in
Melbourne on 26-27 February to foster
business cooperation and to discuss the
financial and regulatory aspects of
carbon capture and storage CCS (CO2
dumps) over the coming decades. A key
aim is to bring forward the deployment of
the emerging technology in the UK,
Australia and other countries. The
seminar will cover all aspects of CCS
(CO2 dumps), including technology,
legal, regulatory and financial issues,
greenhouse gas emissions and the
emergence of a fast-growing world

Feds to stick to nuclear path: ~ Summits
and inquiries often delay real action on
alternative energy policy, according to
Mark Diesendorf, who researches and
teaches sustainable development and
greenhouse response strategies at the
Institute of Environmental Studies,
University of NSW, in The Sydney
Morning Herald (6/2/2007, p.11). For ten
years, the Federal Government has
delayed greenhouse action. Its principal
strategy is to support coal-fired electricity
with the capture and burial of carbon
dioxide but although a subsidised pilot
plant could be built within a decade, this
is a long way from mass-produced,
commercially available technology which
would take at least 20 years to roll out.
Knowing this, the government has
promoted nuclear power to divert
attention from the clean energy
technologies that are ready for
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implementation, given appropriate
carbon pricing, regulations and
standards. Other options include
efficient energy use, solar hot water,
solar space heating, wind power and
bioenergy from crop residues, organic
wastes and landfills. mm

Australia Institute suggest SA sites:
Residents in areas tipped as the best
places to put nuclear power plants in
South Australia are likely to be against
their establishment, with an
accompanying report from the left-wing
think tank Australia Institute finding that
two-thirds of Australians are opposed to
a nuclear plant being built in their area,
reported The Advertiser (31 January
2007 pll). The sites flagged as best
suited were Mt Gambier or Millicent,
Port Adelaide, and Port Pirie or Port
Augusta. Despite the ‘Siting Nuclear
Power Plants in Australia’ report finding
the areas had high earthquake risks,
they satisfied the main criteria for
nuclear power plant siting - proximity to
electricity and transport infrastructure,
demand and access to large amounts of
water for cooling. Mm

POLLUTION

CFMEU alarm on Yarra toxins: The
Construction, Forestry, Mining and
Energy Union (CFMEU) Victorian
Branch is demanding the Bracks
Government conduct an immediate
inquiry into the mismanagement and
perpetual cover-up of a construction site
leaching toxic material into the Yarra
River. The site at Burnley, to house the
Metropolitan Fire Brigade’s (MFB) new
administration and training facilities, was
never intended for use. CFMEU
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secretary Martin Kingham said reports
showed that the site is contaminated
with a number of toxic substances,
posing risks to workers currently on the
site and future users, and having a
detrimental impact on the environment.
“The Burnley site has been a dumping
ground for dangerous and carcinogenic
substances for decades. It was only by
accident that workers found the
contamination after being forced to work
in the area and after being exposed to
materials that are known to severely
harm or even cause death,” Kingham
said. mm

CLIMATE IMPACT

Record monthly low for Murray: A
new record monthly low has been set
for the amount of water flowing into the
River Murray system that usually
replenishes the Coorong, reported The
Advertiser (2/2/2007, p.5). The latest
figures from River Murray Water
showed just 30 gigalitres of water
flowed into the Murray-Darling Basin in
January, compared to 34 gigalitres in
December. It was the eighth
consecutive month a new record low
has been set.

Sensor system picks up pollutants:

Ping Hua, a research scientist and senior
experimental officer at Britain’s
Southampton University, recently
completed a groundbreaking project for
the European Union (EU), developing an
automated water-analyser computer-
supported system for monitoring river
water pollution. The EU sensor device
was built in the UK and has been tested
in river water in Germany. The trial result
was fully comparable to conventional
testing methods, with cost-effective,
better reproducibility and repeatability and
also better efficiency and automation. mm

Compact Lamps benefits: Compact
Fluorescent Lamps (CFLs) have a
number of advantages over regular
incandescent light bulbs. They only
need about 20pc of the electricity that
incandescent lamps need and their use
can significantly reduce the electricity
demand during peak hours. The lower
electricity consumption contributes to
reducing greenhouse gas emissions. To
promote residential use of CFLs in
developing countries, the Netherlands
Directorate General for International
Development of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs (DGIS) supported two projects,
one in Honduras (2000) and one in The
Gambia (2003). CFLs also reduce the
need for investments in meeting peak
demand and the electricity bill of
consumers.

China emissions policy:  China, poised
to become the biggest emitter of global-
warming gases by 2009, is preparing its
first national strategy to combat climate
change, boosting hopes the world’s most
populous country may become a serious
player in efforts to combat global
warming, reported The Sydney Morning
Herald (6/2/2007, p.4). Zou Ji, a climate
policy expert and government adviser,
said the plan had been at least two
years in negotiation among a dozen
ministries and agencies. It was currently
awaiting approval from the State Council
and likely to be released later this year.
Behind the scenes, China’s leaders
shared deepening global concern that
greenhouse gases from factories, power
plants and vehicles would seriously alter
the world’s climate, Ji said. Climate
experts had been preparing a
presentation on global warming for
China’s leaders, the first time one of
their regular study sessions would be
devoted to climate change. mm
