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Opposing racism & antisemitism 

Promoting respect &  justice   
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 A world expert in United Nations attitudes to Israel and antisemitism 
will speak in Australia in July.  

Human rights activist Professor Anne Bayefsky will give the 2008 
ADC B’nai B’rith Oration. 

Professor Bayefsky is an authority on antisemitism, Israel and the 
role of the United Nations in human rights issues. 

She is an outspoken critic of the UN’s failure to act on human 
rights and its disproportionate attitudes to Israel. In a recent article 
for the National Review Online she said one of the UN’s six 
standing committees “routinely devotes 30 per cent of its time to 
condemnation of Israel”.  

 “Arab and Islamic states have the UN in a chokehold and so far 
no one is prepared to do anything about it,” she wrote. 

Professor Bayefsky has identified underlying antisemitism in UN 
approaches.  “Everything the UN does in the context of the Arab-
Israeli conflict – whether it be calls for return to 1967’s indefensible  
borders, declarations that Jerusalem is occupied territory, 
demands for the return of Palestinian refugees ending the 
Jewishness of the State or efforts to isolate and demonize Israel 
as the worst human rights violator in the world today — emanates 
from the standpoint that the Jewish state is not entitled to fight 
back,”  she wrote in an earlier article. 

Professor Bayefsky was a delegate to the notorious 2001 UN anti-
racism conference in Durban where antisemitic and pro-terrorist 
sympathies were widely displayed. She has deep concerns about 
next year’s UN conference which she says will be “a full throated 
anti-American and antisemitic world conference on racism”. 

A major part of  her work is a  human rights website dedicated to 
enhancing the implementation of the human rights legal standards 
of the United Nations. The site includes a UN Treaty human rights 
information portal which allows visitors to search academic, UN 
and non-governmental organizations on human rights issues. It is 
designed to provide information to human rights victims to assist 
them with complaints.  The site has attracted more than 500,000 
visitors from 96 countries. 

Professor Bayefsky is a senior fellow at the Hudson Institute in 
New York and a professor in the Department of Political Science 
at York University in Toronto.

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PM attacked in Sturmer-style cartoon  

A cartoon drawn in the style of the Nazi illustrations of Jews in Die 
Sturmer depicts Australian Prime Minister Kevin Rudd kowtowing to 
bankers in the March edition of The Strategy. 

The cartoon by Lucien de Bruin depicts a fat hook-nosed banker 
yelling, “Don’t you know we run the show?” 

A second cartoon shows the Prime Minister riding a wooden horse 
with wheels labeled “banks” and “financiers” and the caption “Same 
horse, different jockey”. 

The Victorian monthly newspaper of right-wing extremism featured 
material by American Thomas R Ascher accusing Jews of dominating 
international banking and supporting terrorism. 

It claims America attacked itself in 9/11 supported by Israel, “merely 
the most frightening act of terrorism.- among many others- of our own 
government against its own citizens with the joyful support of Israel 
and the International Criminal Conspiracy of the self-chosen”.  

Ascher links the act of terrorism with America’s economic woes. “The 
American dollar, the source of strength for international Zionism, is 
collapsing against gold, silver, copper and other essential 
commodities. Let’s call it the 9/11 gold bull market and watch it go. It 
won’t stop until the criminals are brought to justice.”

The Beenleigh branch of the One Nation political party in Queensland has again 
published a newsletter defending racism as a natural idea. 

The January/February newsletter says words such as “racist” and “bigot” are “smears of 
the CFR”. The CFR (Council on Foreign Relations) is an American-based think tank, 
which the newsletter has previously claimed is part of a Jewish conspiracy. 

“Correctly, a racist means a person who approves his own race, maintains his racial self-
respect, & prefers to live in a society of his own people, according to his own culture & 
way of life" – all of which implies no hostility to any other race. Millions of human beings of 
all races, in fact most of humanity, is racist by that definition. 

“But what do we find today? The true racist is smeared & persecuted by the propaganda 
of the left, for no other reason than that he still has the courage openly to approve his 
own race & national integrity” 

One Nation Beenleigh branch President Colin Law edits the newsletter which also claims 
that two Khazar Jewish families control the global monetary system. The article says the 
same people are championing the “negative and divisive multiculturalism ”described as 
“the mongrelisation of the races that is destroying our country”.

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 Holocaust   
deniers are 
“persecuted” 

Holocaust survivors were  described as liars in a blog published 
by Victorian Holocaust denier Mohammed Hegazi last month. 

The blog published on 2 February said fanatic Jews had created a 
new religion they called the Holocaust which maintained that Nazi 
Germany had an authorized policy of gassing Jews. 

In his attack Hegazi praised Adelaide Institute Holocaust denier 
Frederick Toben, who has been the subject of legal action by the 
Executive Council of Australian Jewry. 

“In Australia, some fanatical Jews are trying their hardest to 
replicate the European model. However, they are faced by the 
determination of scholars of the calibre of Fredrick Toben, who is 
described as devoting his life to researching and debunking the 
Holocaust myth,” he said. 

Another blog on 26 February criticized Prime Minister Kevin Rudd 
for a speech at a Yeshiva 
Centre gala dinner in 
February this year which 
described the Government’s 
support of Israel. “Mr Rudd, it 
sounds like you need some 
history lessons on how the 
criminal state of Israel was 
established and how it will 
finish; or maybe you would 
rather bend and collect your 
dollars and continue to be an 
Yisrael Chum.”

An image of the Sydney freeway 
digitally altered to look like the 
entrance to Auschwitz is featured on 
the website of the Melbourne-based 
Citizens Electoral Council (CEC).  

 The illustration attacking the 
privatization of freeways website 
contains a photo of a road with the 
words “Entrance to Macquarie Bank-
run toll road, Sydney, or a fascist 
future?” Above the freeways signs is 
the banner from the entrance to the 
Auschwitz death camp which reads 
“Arbeit Macht Frei’ (Work brings 
freedom). www.cecaust.com.au 
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A teacher at an Islamic private school in Melbourne has written a 
letter defending Holocaust denial. 

Nigel Jackson, who is head of  English at King Khalid College in 
Coburg has previously claimed that Hitler was “the most slandered 
public figure of last century”. 

In the latest incident Jackson wrote to the Australian League of 
Rights weekly On Target objecting to prosecution of “those 
misleadingly called by their opponents Holocaust deniers”. The letter 
was published in On Target on 14 March in under the heading 
“Persecution of Holocaust deniers”.

In the letter, which Jackson also attempted  to have published in The Australian, he opposes the jailing 
of deniers Ernst Zundel and Germar Rudolf in Germany and voices his support for Fredrick Toben in 
Australia. 

 “Matters of history should be able to be discussed in open public debate and it is not the business of 
either Parliament or the courts to stifle such debate,” he writes. 

Four years ago a letter from Jackson was published the Herald Sun describing Hitler as “the most 
slandered public figure of last century”.  

He is still teaching at the College.

Writers and protesters in support of Palestinians have linked their cause to the problems of 
Australia’s Aborigines. 

The Australians for Palestine website  features an article by Halim Rane, a lecturer in 
Islamic Studies at Griffith University which makes the link. 

 “One would have to question the sincerity of Rudd’s apology to indigenous Australians 
and his commitment to universal human dignity when he so blatantly  tramples on the 
dignity and humanity of another indigenous people for the scanty price of wooing a bunch 
of lobbyists,”  he writes. 

 He blames Israel for instigating each war in a grab for territory, describing it as “a tribal, 
narcissistic state that has been a ceaselessly moving engine of death, destruction and 
theft for six decades”. 

 

Protestors at the UIA 

Rane , who is president of the Australian Muslim Advocates for the Rights of All Humanity (AMARAH), says the Rudd 
government’s policy on Israel is the result of lobbying by Israel’s supporters and exactly the same as that of the former 
Howard government. 

Protesters outside a United Israel Appeal refugee fund campaign gala dinner on 18 March also linked the issues to 
Aboriginal issues. The protestors held up placards drawing the analogy as Prime Minister Kevin Rudd arrived to address 
the function. 

 The Federal Government also comes under attack for its decision to honor Israel’s sixtieth anniversary with a 
parliamentary motion. 

In another article on the same website academic Jeremy Salt describes Israel as “an historical anomaly, a post colonial 
settler state”. Salt, who has taught at the University of Melbourne in the Department of Middle Eastern Studies and 
Politics, is now Associate Professor in Middle Eastern History and Politics at Bilkent University in Ankara, Turkey.
